Mentor Training – Coach Development
By attending this course you will be able to:

Help your new UKCC L1 candidate coach successfully complete their logbook for their assessment. Assist your UKCC L1 candidate coach to derive full benefit from the ideas and methods presented 

on their course and in the logbook

Cycle 5-6 Update – Coach Development
The content of the course is based on the How to Coach skills included in the UKCC Level 1 learning programme. The update will not include any technical content. This update will ensure Cycle5/6 Level 1 coaches can start UKCC Level 2 course on a level playing field with those candidates who have come through the UKCC Level 1 process from the beginning.

Award Scheme Coach – Coach Development
Award Scheme coaching is the first rung on the ladder of a coaching career. They can work with a maximum of 8 gymnasts at any one time under the direct supervision of a minimum Level 2 or above, coach. Using the Proficiency Award Scheme, the Award Scheme Coach will help with the teaching of the skills content of the scheme by way of demonstration and instruction. The Award Scheme coach will also understand how the Proficiency Scheme works, and how to assess the children in their group.

Time to Listen – Club Development
To be eligible to attend this course candidates must have attended a SCUK Safeguarding course since Sept 2009 and a copy of their certificate must be attached to the application form. If the candidate has attended a BG Safeguarding course since Sept 2009 a copy of this certificate must be attached to the application form. This course is designed to help Welfare Officer’s understand this important role. How to keep gymnasts safe, what to do, where to go etc. The course is beneficial to GymMark and is the final course for Designated Welfare Officers 

Club Management – Club Development
Course Content – Understand the principles of planning, amend poor plans. Understand the concept of risk, how and where it exists, evaluate its severity and frequency, and what controls are needed to prevent / minimise it. Understand the different forms of communication media, identify how and when to use each method, understand what the press and external users are looking for. Understand constitutions and what should be contained within one; appreciate the role that language and terminology plays. Understand concept of equality, identify how and why children should be involved in the club process. Understand the different characteristics of Clubs; understand what partners are looking to get out of a relationship. Evaluate the planning needs for an event, understand the different characteristics of Club roles, and understand the liabilities inherent in each role. Understand the role of mentoring.

First Aid– Club Development 

Appointed person first aid course - licensed company with registered HSE certificate number. Syllabus to include sports injuries strains-sprains dislocations- administering CPR- placing a casualty into the recovery position- summoning medical help- Checking for vital signs of life. The qualification is valid for three years after taking the course.
