	5. A Call to Action Document

	6. Information Sharing:
· Vetting and Barring Scheme Update
MS gave an update on the Vetting and Barring Scheme, the key points were:

Sport Sector Guidance has been delayed further due to the review by Sir Roger Singleton.  It was hoped that it would be drafted by the end of March.
JN informed the group that he had just attended an ISA Roadshow in Bolton and they informed that they are still writing the general guidance for the scheme as they did the roadshows.  This would mean that a more realistic date for the Sport guidance would be towards the end of April.

The review involved making sure the scheme drawslines in the right places so that it protects children without getting involved in private arrangements between parents and friends.

The CPSU is working as part of a small task group writing the guidance which is 1 of 18 sector specific guidance that is being written.  The guidelines will contain plenty of clear examples to help people understand their new legal responsibilities.

The guidance will also clarify the rules on the ISA registration for 16-17 year olds working with other young people.

The CPSU will hold a Communications Event once the final draft guidance is ready.  We will then replicate this locally.
CRB are working on developing an online tool to help people work out which roles involve “regulated activity,” this will hopefully be available by the end of March.
LB asked if these delays would mean that the key launch dates of July and November will be put back.

JN indicated that it would be very unlikely that the dates would be moved back as these have been approved by legislation.

MS informed the group of some useful tools for general information such as the DVD which is available to view online.  MS agreed to distribute the weblinks to the group.

MS also agreed to keep the group up to date with any updates from ISA and the CPSU
· Safeguarding Toolkit Update
MS gave a quick update on the Safeguarding Toolkit especially with reference to the new additional good practice examples.

MS informed the group of the anti-bullying posters that were designed by a local school and some guidance from other CSP’s with reference to holding events at licensed premises.

MS agreed to keep working on the recommendations from the group and keep them updates with any additions and changes made.

· Feedback from the Safer Recruitment Workshop
JM gave the group feedback on the Safer Recruitment Worskhop that she facilitates on the 4th of March at Lancashire Sport Offices.  The workshop was attended by people in a  number of various roles from Human Resources to Volunteer Co-ordinators which created some really useful and interested discussion.  The general feedback from the evaluation forms was very positive and people found the workshop very useful for their work.

LB attended the courses and he informed the group that the workshop gave him some great examples and advice on recruiting practices and he is going through the process of improving their processes based on the advice from the workshop.

SC also attended the workshop and stated that she has organised a meeting with their Human Resources team to improve their recruiting practices after the workshop.
· Sport Unlimited Safeguarding Declaration 

MS introduced the Sport Unlimited Safeguarding Declaration Form that was used for year 2 Sport Unlimited.  MS asked for suggestions and feedback with regard to improving the process in Year 3.

SH stated that it would be useful to have something about an induction programme for staff/volunteer which includes details of CAF, Safe Recruitment etc.
LB stated that they contract some of the delivery out to private companies and that it would be good to have something in addition to the declaration that organisations could use with external deliverers.  This could be in the form of a simplified version of the declaration.

MS stated that it would be useful to have a guidance document to attach the the declaration with information on some of the questions such as LADO contacts, Social Services Contacts etc.

MS agreed to update the declaration with the pointers from the group and email it out for feedback.  The Declaration will then be sent out to all deliverers along with the Service Level Agreements.
