1. Minutes from the last meeting;
These were confirmed as a true record.

2. Regional Update on SPAA. Alison was attending the meeting in her new role as partnership Manager. 
She has been employed to ensure that SPAA’s across the county are ensuring that they have representation from PCT’s and are adopting a health agenda. She will also be our link to the provision of health data and examples of good practice.
AH to circulate examples of Preston’s and Blackpool’s action plans. Also obesity data for South Ribble and active lifestyles Survey.

Results of the Active people’s data will be out on the 7th December. SC to receive training on how to interpret the data. SC to share results.

Darren reported that it has been agreed to stop the funding for the year nine survey. This has been agreed by local authorities across the North West . However there still might be an opportunities for authorities in Lancashire to work together to get some kind of research conducted. DC to keep the group informed on progress. 
Discussion took place on healthy schools and the standard reward scheme and extended schools. It was agreed to invite extended schools officer to the next meeting. SC to invite Janet Andrews to the next meeting. 

3. Partner Updates:
Sports Development:
UGo card now launched, clubs running weekly. Discussions took place on link to leisure card.  

A programme of festival for primary schools in 07 is being produced.

Sponsorship from Rawsthorn Solicitors has been gained with assistance from David Croft. A sports match application is being submitted.

22 young people from South Ribble attended the young person’s volunteer conference organised by Lancashire Sport. Students were recruited through the PDM’s and our young persons coaching academy. 

South Ribble Sports Awards has been booked for the 12th May 2007.

Partnership Development Managers Update: 

Both PDM’s have received confirmation that they will receive a second year of funding for community coaches to work in secondary schools.

Swimming programme is being developed with linked to Barracudas swimming club established.

Would like to reschedule the open day to launch the new leisure card.

Primary Care Trust: 

Steve reported that restructure still happening at PCT, still looking for office accommodation.

Serco: It was requested by Paul that a meeting be arranged between Paul , Mark Hodges and Graham to update Paul on the aims of the group and the action planning process. SC to coordinate.

4. ACTION PLANNING:

The action planning sub group have been looking at Sports Developments, Primary Care Trust, Partnership Development Mangers, Community leisure and Serco ‘s work priorities over the next three years. Based on the analysis of local data, links to the LAA action plans and the need to work with the PI’s set by Sport England a draft action plan had been produced.

The group went through the current action plan and discussed specific areas of development.

It was agreed that we had a good starting point; however there is still a need to backtrack and ensure that we have all the supporting data in place to be able to answer the question clearly on why we have chosen these particular priorities. There is also a need to look at linking the actions together to help in the building of just four or five big projects which we would submit for funding. 

The adult participation data also need to analysed as it should start to have an influence on the directions of specific areas of work.

We still need confirmation from Jo Moss that the external match funding identified can be used.

To take things forward to the next stage the group discussed the proposal to link the projects into themed areas and look at the establishment of working groups be setup to develop the themes further. It was felt that the role of these groups would be analysis the data, set the baselines, look at the match funding and work up the projects.

It was agreed to go ahead with the format and arrange dates for the meetings.
