1. Introductions were made around the room.
2. Sport England NW Regional Development: Dave Hewson
Dave, informed the group on some regional updates. Sport England are refocusing their work areas. Youth Sport Trust  are taking the lead on school sport , UK Sport looking at  Elite Sport and Sport England Community Sport. An investment strategy has recently been published which is looking at three main funding streams. Governing Bodies of Sport to receive £21million, Community Investment 10.6 millions this is to be delivered through the single system for sport and 3.7miliion for multi sport activity hubs.
3. Lancashire Sport Update: Jo Moss
Discussions took place around the single system for sport and how the group fits into the new structure.  Jo distributed a hand out. It was agreed that the make up of the group currently fits a lot of the criteria that  we would have to meet. However we need to look at trying to get more representation from the following groups. Youth Service, Older People, Volunteer Sector. Lancashire Sport offered to help to build up the network and help us to develop action plans.
It was agreed to coordinate a meeting in the New Year. The purpose of the meeting will be to look at some joint action planning. SC to coordinate date.

4. South Ribble Cultural Strategy. 
Darren reported that the draft was to be presented to the local strategic partnership on the 10/11/05. Action plans drafts are ready and could be considered at the joint action plan meeting to be arranged.

5. Activity For Life: 3 advisors are currently working out in the community. They have had 700 referrals so far. Leyland area’s needs some more work. Have run volunteer leader walks course some ex clients have received training. Have recently distributed a 12 months questionnaire to all those involved in the programme. Have been successful in receiving funding through Sport England for the Million Pound Challenge. This is a work based programme aimed at introducing new initiatives to get workforces fit and active. The bid is to cover South Ribble Borough Council, PCT and Chorley Borough Council. A part time Coordinator is being appointed to work on the scheme. A new Child obesity programme is being developed called Active8. 

6. Healthy Schools: Glenys Harrison has recently been appointed as the healthy schools advisor taking over from Kerry Wilkinson.

7. Partnership Update:  Big lottery bids have been accepted, key areas of work are Bowling, Multiskills, Boxing, Girls fitness, Cycling. It was agreed the PSSCAL data should be circulated.
8.  Serco Update: An update report was circulated. They are currently looking at developing a leisure card.

9. Community Coaches Update: An update report was circulated.

10. Any Other Business:
