1. Introductions were made around the room.
2 BEING FIT FOR  PURPOSE:
Jo Moss provided some background information for new members.

There is to be a SPARR group in every geographical area in the country

14 in Lancashire, south ribble is one of the first five to be established.

Investment has been ring fenced for the group of £150,000 over three years, but for every £1.00 available the group has to match it by £2.00.

There have been discussions at Sport England recently over a percentage of this being in kind. No firm guidelines have been set, but it is possible that 80% could be contributed in kind.

The group needs to produce a three year vision and a detailed yearly action plans. Information on the performance indicators that need to be in the action plan were distributed.

It is also a requirement that the group were “Fit for Purpose”. Information was distributed on the targets we need to meet.

The following areas were agreed.

· The lead organisation will be the borough council.
· Chair from the council will be formally elected at the next meeting.
· Partners on the group are now clearly identified and individuals are comfortable with their involvement in the group.

· Our engagement with the LSP and LAA need to be formalised.

It was agreed initially to set terms of reference first and maybe look to constitute the group at a later stage especially if we feel that it is necessary to help the group pull in more external funding.
