1. Minutes from the last meeting;

These were confirmed as a true record.

2. Nacro Community Football Bid:  
Ian Hand attended the meeting to give a brief update on a proposed joint bid  to the Football Foundation. Nacro has been working with South Ribble Borough Council to put a bid together around  the appointment of a Football Coordinator who will provide and develop a range of football sessions across the borough targeted at those children who are at risk of offending. We would also like to raise match funding to appoint a Lifestyle Referral officer who will work with the targeted children referring them into the activity. Information was distributed on Nacro and it was agreed that Nacro would develop the bid further and distribute a draft copy to the group for Comment prior to submission. Member were asked to think about whether they had any match funding or in kind contribution they would like to offer. Individual also agreed to help provide letters of support.

Action: Nacro to progress with bid, circulate draft to all members for comment

5) Lancashire Sport Update and feedback;

George provided the group with more detail on his role . He is employed by Lancashire Sport as part of the Lancashire Sport Core Team to support and guide a cluster of Sport and Physical Activity Alliances (SPAA’s). He also has a lead responsibility for either providing support and guidance to governing bodies of sport ensuring that the work of NGB’s is connected to SPAA’s and visa versa.

8) Partners Update:

Brownedge and Worden Sports Partnership: Currently collecting this years PSCALL data. Links are going well with Serco and several projects are on the go. Multi Skills training being rolled out to children centres across the borough. Preparing bid to Network Fund for Community Gym at Leyland Leisure Centre.
Kevin OHara: Looking to start disability sports taster sessions at leisure centres, starting a bowls session in partnership with sports development and  looking to use the Tennis Centre as a venue for developing some tennis sessions.

Alison Hodgkinson : Alison has had several meetings with the PCT regarding the finding additional funding to put towards the SPAA group. Talks are going well, put it may be a while until we get a definite answer.

Bill Fairman Leisure Trust: The leisure trust is aiming to go for charitable status in the next 6 months. This should help with accessing funding for projects.

Mark Hodges: Leisure Trust Strategy is being produced , draft should be available soon.

Steve Bailey: Health Walks and Cycle Rides are now up and running in Cuerden Park, need to try to form link with Ribble Valley Cycle Club. Trying to get match funding for obesity project.

Serco Leisure: Number of programmes happening with schools, looking at introducing teen sessions at Leyland 14+.
Sports Development : Developing teams for youth games which is on the 30th June Ran orienteering festival at Worden Park for first time which went well. Sports Awards were on the 12th May had 25 nominations.
