2. Minutes from the last meeting;

3. Action Planning 

Graham reported back on the progress of the group. The LAA targets and the agreed performance indicators were distributed.  SC to circulate the Stronger Safer LAA targets.

All members to complete their actions plans and bring them with them to the next action planning meeting.

We are looking to produce the first draft of the Action Plan be end of December 06.

Confirmation was given that the group will be able to access £168,000 over three years.
33% lottery funding (£168,000)

33% in kind contribution 

33% Match funding 

A discussion took place regarding match funding and whether the monies raised for community coaches and from the school sports partnership was seen as new money. JM to investigate further.
It has been decided that the money can now be given to lead organisations direct rather than going through the borough council.

A meeting has been arranged for SPAA representative across Lancashire on the 21st September. It was agreed to send 4 representatives.

Discussions took place around the collation of base line data. Karl Lucas has been contacted by Central Lancashire University looking for projects for students.  Some of the collection of baseline data around volunteer and club membership could be done as a project.  KL to liaise with SC.
4. Partner Updates:

Leisure Partnership Update: 
Leisure card has now been launched and looking to re-launch the young persons 16 -19yr olds card.

A customer survey is taking place on the 18th September; results are due out in late October.

A non user survey is also taking place to be done through the citizen’s survey. Mark to circulate draft.

Currently working on a partnership between SERCO and the PCT on pathways to work, linking into the Active at Work Initiative.

The first phase of the Leyland Leisure Centre’s refurbishments is due to be finished by   2nd October.

Schools Partnership Update:
PSSCAL data is due out at the end of September, the results are looking very good with a substantial increase in the number of children participating in 2hrs physical education.

Lancashire Sport Update:

Jean Hunter Chief Executive of South Ribble Borough Council has agreed to Chair the New Board.

Currently recruiting for senior positions which is going well.

Sports Development:
Summer Activity programme went really well with over 300 children registering.
The new UGO community programme is due to start next week.  The community coaches are providing at least two different activities every night of the week. These sessions are linked to the Community Police where possible and for the first time we are doing street dance and bowling.

Bowling Development Group:

The Group has recruited three young volunteers to help with the programme.  It ran three interschool competitions which went down really well with the schools, and is currently organising a Grandparents and U15’s competition at New Longton Bowling Club.

The development group now has 6 instructors trained.  The new community coaches are going to be trained by development group members.

PCT Update:
Activity for Life Scheme is starting to take off in South Ribble, due to increased Marketing, and PCT has accessed money to recruit a mental health advisor.
Active at Work going well especially in South Ribble and Chorley, using volunteers to run sessions.
PCT is leading on the Health on Wheels Project which is funded through big lottery.
Lottery bid has also been submitted around preventing falls in the community.
The motivate Initiative is due to start at the end of September targeting 5 feeder schools.

Darren reported that the executive group is now on the forward plan for our local LSP.
